1 Park by the notice board at

Nether Skyborry. Head towards
Skyborry Green. At Brackenway take
the way marked track right up towards
Balls Cottage.

2. Just before Balls Cottage take
the stile right and follow the footpath
round the hill and down over a brook

(3).

4. Just before Bryney Cottage bear
sharp right and uphill until the track
peters out and look left for the
treetops on the brow of the hill, head
for these.

5. At the trees turn right onto Offa’s
Dyke Path. (ODP) Follow the ODP
down into Knighton.

6. Eventually the path becomes
narrower past a wooded area and
gate on the left. Turn right at the way
marker (blue sign with acorn) down a
steep hill to the road at Panpunton.
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7. Turn right on the road and back to
your car. (Optional detour via
Knighton see below)

Knighton detour if you want to stop for
refreshment.

7. Cross the road and follow ODP
(Knighton %2 mile) over the railway
bridge and River Teme. Follow the
river on your left all the way to Wales.

8. Once in Wales (you can’t miss the
sign) turn right up the steps through
the field to the Offa’s Dyke Visitor
Centre. Turn left onto the main road
and go over the railway bridge.

9. Follow the Kinsley Road left signed
“Skyborry 2 miles” all the way back to
your car.
